The Central Conference of the Evangelical Covenant Church, in partnership with Covenant Point Bible Camp and a
team of Central Conference youth pastors, are excited to announce the launch of Adventures in Leadership (AIL) - a
small-group, wilderness, discipleship and leadership training experience designed for young people who are entering
grades 10-12.

Inspired by a similar model being successfully used in the Northwest Conference for many years, the Central Confer-
ence initiated a pilot program last summer with a small group of Central Conference students and youth pastors.
